DISNEYLAND, located in Anaheim, Orange County,
California, 25 miles southeast of downtown Los Angeles.
Disneyland is a $17,000,000 amusement center founded
on the dream of Walt Disney of movie and television
fame. It is comprised of five major arecas extending in time
from the ageless era of fantasy through America’s earliest
days and into the world of Tomorrow. The entire project
covers 160 acres, 100 of which are for parking. Disney-
land’s public opening on July 18, 1955, attracted almost
30,000 eager visitors.

First of Disneyland’s five areas is Main Street, U.S.A.,
the “heartline of America,” as it appeared at the turn of
the century. Two blocks of shops, all built to scale in the
Gay Nineties fashion, and open for business, line the
street. A horse-drawn street-car trundles from Town Square
to the Plaza, Disneyland’s hub from which the four
“'lands’ radiate like slices of pie.

To the east is Tomorrowland where science and indus-
try present their plans for the future. Rides such as TWA's
Rocket Ride to the Moon and Space Station X-1 are based
on factual technical data.

Fantasyland, entered through a fairyland castle, is a
major entertainment realm and lies to the north of the
Plaza. Here the Disney cartoon characters become ani-
mated realities, to the delight of children and adults.

West of the Plaza is Frontierland, based on the ideal
and hard facts that created America. The “Mark Twain,”
a 105 foot stern-wheeler fashioned after the vessels thac
opened American rivers to water traffic, docks in Frontier-
land. The Santa Fe and Disneyland freight train has its
station here, and stages, wagons and mule train can be
boarded for trips through “mountain” and ‘desert’
country.

Adventureland is entered through a polynesian type
settlement. Tropical rivers of the world, their flora and
fauna are represented.

Canvas-topped boats steam down the Adventureland
“River” past life-like jungle “‘animals’” and ‘‘cannibals.”

According to Wale Disney, his “magic kingdom” will
never be finished. In 1956 he plans to add "International
Street”” and to open “Holiday Land.” After that, his
imagination is Disneyland’s only limit.
